Gelitin, a group of artists from Vienna, has erected a pink bunny measuring 200 feet in length
(about 60 meters) on the side of a northern Italian mountain. The artwork, titled "Hase" (which

translates simply as "Hare"), is located at a height of 1600m on the mountain Colletto Fava, close to



Bar La Baita, above the Village of Artesina, Piemonte, Italy.

The soft rabbit is constructed out of pink wool, and is expected to remain on the mountain until
2025. Though it seems like a giant children's toy at first glance, a closer look or an in-person
exploration quickly leads to the realization that the rabbit's side is split open, and its *entrails pulled
out. The group designed it, but claims it was "knitted by dozens of *grannies out of pink wool." The
group's website, however, provides the actual credits for all the people involved. Group member
Wolfgang Gantner said: "It's supposed to make you feel small, like Gulliver. You walk around it and
you can't help but smile."

The press release provided by the group explains rabbits as "the things one finds [while]
wandering in a landscape, familiar things and utterly unknown." Though they compare the initial
reaction they hope people to have to that of those encountering the giant Gulliver in * Gulliver's
Travels, looking around it in awe, the group does make it clear that they hope for people to climb

onto the rabbit to explore and relax on it.

(B) AGE OF BRITAIN’S TOLPUDDLE MARTYR TREE DISCOVERED
The tree said to have sheltered the Tolpuddle Martyrs when they met in an attempt to form one
of the world's first *trade unions has been dated for the first time. The Sycamore Tree is still alive
and is under the care of the National Trust in the village of Tolpuddle, Dorset, UK. The Trust

calculates that the tree is around 320 years old meaning that it would have been 150 years old when



the Martyrs met in 1834.

The story of the Tolpuddle Martyrs is important to many trade unionists in the UK and across
the globe. An annual festival is organized in the village by the Trades Union Congress (the umbrella
body for trade unions in the UK) attended by thousands of people. Nigel Costley, the regional
secretary of the South West TUC, was quoted as saying: "The Tolpuddle Tree is one of the most
famous trees in the country because it was under there that the Martyrs met - a move that led to
their *deportation, *pardon, and ultimately the foundation of the trade union movement."

There were six men in the group who came to be known as the Tolpuddle Martyrs. They were all
farm laborers and lived in poverty. Their leader, George Loveless, decided to set up a union to give
the laborers bargaining strength over their wages. Labor associations had been legalized but the
men were arrested under a law forbidding the swearing of *oaths. They were tried and deported to

Australia but were released in 1836.

(C) INJURIES IN HOME OFFICES ARE WORKPLACE ACCIDENTS
A German court has ruled that *sustaining an injury (1) walking from your bedroom to your home
office constitutes a workplace accident. The judges decided (2) walking a few meters from your bed

to your desk in another room in your house can be considered a commute to work. As such, any



injuries sustained on that short journey can be *eligible for compensation payouts. The landmark
ruling was made in a case (3) a man slipped while descending a staircase from his bedroom to his
home office and fractured a *vertebra. The court decided that the "first morning journey from bed to
the home office is an insured work route". This decision could start a rush to get similar cases heard
in courts.

The notion of what constitutes a workplace has changed since the beginning of the coronavirus
pandemic. Millions of people have switched from working in offices to working at home. This has
implications for health and safety issues as well as the *legalities around workplace accidents. One
big question concerns (4) is responsible for ensuring a home office satisfies safety requirements, and
to (5) extent an employer is liable for injuries sustained in an employee's home. An expert on German
employment law said new legislation would be needed to decide future claims. He told the CNN news

agency that: "It seems likely that insurers will...have to revisit this ruling often."

(D) CUBA ALLOWS PEOPLE TO OWN PRIVATE BUSINESSES
The government in Cuba is legalizing the ownership of small and medium-sized businesses. This
represents a monumental shift in policy from the communist-ruled country. State-owned companies
have traditionally been the *norm in Cuba, following the revolution in 1959 that brought Fidel
Castro to power. He nationalized Cuba's industries to put them into state hands. The new policy
allows entrepreneurs to operate businesses that have up to 100 employees. The change of heart from
the government came after a month of street protests. Thousands of Cubans demonstrated against

dire economic conditions. People also protested about a lack of food and the handling of the



coronavirus pandemic.

Cuban President Miguel Diaz-Canel said he would introduce new initiatives to revitalize his
country's economy. Cuba relies on tourism for much of its foreign currency reserves. Global
restrictions on travel during the pandemic have severely impacted this sector. Another key industry
in Cuba is the production of sugar. Bad weather has resulted in poor harvests and reduced *revenues.
These events have *depleted the government's reserves of foreign currency, which means it has
become difficult for the country to import food and medicine. Cuba expert O'Neill Diaz said "many
entrepreneurs from the private sector have spent years striving, working and trying to contribute"

to Cuba's economic well-being.
